Poly- Lysine coated Cover Slips 
 
material:
- round cover slips (diameter ~10mm, depends also on the size of your brain slice and the recordings chamber)
- poly-d-lysin hydrobromid (sigma, ordernumber: P0899)
 
the lysin-pellet has to be solved in aqua dest. to 1mg/ml, store in freezer. this is your stock solution.
 
cleaning of the cover slips:
1. put at max. 200 cover slips in a 250 ml beaker, fill up with ~50 HCl (1N), put in ultrasound for 15 minutes. 2. rinse the cover slips with aqua dest, then fill the beaker with aqua dest and treat with ultrasound for 15 minutes three times. 3. fill in new aqua dest and let stand for 24 hours. 4. keep the cover slips in 96% alcohol for at least 3 days.
 
coating:
1. take out the cover slips separately, disperse on tissue and let dry for 10-15 minutes (not longer). 2. dilute stock solution (see above) 1:10 with aqua dest. 3. put a drop of 100ul on each cover slip, they should be completely covered. 4. let dry completely (preferably over night). 5. store in a closed large petri-dish until usage.
 
getting the slices on the cover slips:
1. put your brain slice on the cover slip in a drop of aCSF (pipette). 2. suck away all the fluid with a tissue or filter paper piece, be careful not to touch the slice itself! 3. when brain slice lies flat on the cover slip, put another drop of aCSF on top (let it fall from above, otherwise it will make the slice float). 4. put cover slip in perfused recording chamber with a forcep (try to enter into the solution in an angle, slice might float off).
